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1) Install the package using the script.

2) Rename the file “config.lang.php.alby” to “config.lang.php” in the root folder of CMSMS MLE.

3) Edit the “config.lang.php” file and change the array to the desired languages. Also set the desired default language.
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4) Now go open the CMSMS MLE Database and make the following changes.

a) Open the “cms_content” table.
The original view will look something like this:
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Edit the table and add a new field just after item “content_name”. This item will be named as “content_name_yourlang” for example “content_name_nl” and will be a varchar 255.
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Similarly add a new item just after “menu_text”. Rename this field with an additional “_lang” as done for content_name. For example “menu_text_nl”.
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Repeat this for the number of languages you wish to have in your CMSMS MLE. For every language there will be two new fields, e.g. content_name_en, menu_text_en and content_name_nl, menu_text_nl.

The modified table would look something like:
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5) Now edit the table cms_htmlblobs.
This original table would look something like below:
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Now add a new field just after “html” named “html_yourlang”. For example “html_en” and “html_nl” if you wish to have English and Dutch language in your CMSMS MLE.

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Common Issues
1) While trying to access CMSMLE Home page it shows a 404 page not found error.
Explanation: This means that your config.lang.php file has been configured, however, since CMSMS MLE can not find the content pages or the menu text for the selected languages in the database it redirects to a URI which does not exist.

Solution: Make sure you have the content_name_lang, menu_text_lang (replacing the “lang” with your languages selected in the config.lang.php) for every instance of language entered in the array in the config.lang.php.

2) Footer error: Smarty error -> unknown block “globalcontent:footer”.
Explanation: This means that there CMSMS MLE can not find the language specified in the config.lang.php in the cms_htmlbobs table. 

Solution: Add a new field html_lang (“lang” would be the language e.g. nl or en) corresponding to the languages selected in config.lang.php. For example html_nl, html_en for Dutch and English.

3) How to get the flag icons on the page to switch the languages?
Solution: Add the {lang} tag to the <div> or the page where you want to display the language flags. These flag images are contained in the images/lang folder. You may include the languages in the config.lang.php file however, do not forget to add the respective fields in the database tables (explained above).
